Rice(Virippu) Bacterial Leaf | TO control the spre_ad of B_acterial Leaf blight iaddy, during rainy season, _mix
20 g of cow dung in one litre of water and sprag tow dung slurry by mixing

Milky stage blight with 20g of pseudomonas in one litre of water.
There is a chance of bud rot in rainy season. Kiémpe numbers each of
Coconut Bud rot perforated Mancozeb sachets (5 gm per packet) drapindle leaves as |a
disease prophylactic measure against bud rot.
During rainy season, there is a chance of Fruitarat leaf fall in Nutmeg. As
prophylactic measure, appliyrichoderma mixture. Add 2 kgTrichoderma to a
Nutmeg Fruit rot & mixture of 90 kg FYM and 10 kg Neemcake and kept tiwo weeks with
leaf fall sufficient moisture. Basal application of 2.5 Kghis mixture will be followed by

foliar spray with pseudomonas (20g/litre) or 1% dxaux mixture. Lime can be
applied to reduce soil acidity.

Due to monsoon showers, there is a chance of gatizsease in banana. A:
Banana Sigatoka diseaseprecaution, spray Pseudomon2@g/litre. In case of severe attack, spray 2| ml
hexaconazole or 1 ml propiconazole per one litravafer by mixing it with &
sticker and spray on both the surface of the leaf.
