Rice (Mundakan) 
Tillering stage  

Leaf folder 

 Since cloudy weather is prevailed, there is a chance of Leaf folder 
attack in Mundakan Paddy. It can be controlled by using trichogramma 
cards (2CC per one acre). Cut the cards in to small pieces and fix in 
different regions of the field. If the attack is severe, spray quinalphos @ 
2ml per one liter of water. 

Bacterial Leaf 
blight 

To control the spread of Bacterial Leaf blight in paddy, spray 6 g of 
Streptocycline in 30 litre of water. 

 
Banana 

Management Propping should be followed to reduce the damage due to high wind velocity. 

Vegetables Sucking pests 
There is a chance of sucking pests in vegetables.  Apply 2% neem 
oil+garlic emulsion once in a weak for the control. 

Animal Husbandry 
Allow the animal to graze early in the morning or in the evening to 
avoid direct sunligh. (CAADECCS, KVASU,Mannuthy)
