Mode of Payment:-

Application fee can be paid through online by using the internet facility “SB
COLLECT” of State Bank of India for which a link will be provided in the
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admission portal and an online payment receipt can be generated.
Application fee can also be remitted directly at any branches of the State
Bank of India by showing the chalan generated through “SB COLLECT”
and receipt of payment will be issued by the bank. Any other mode of
payment will not be accepted.

capacity for each programme is filled for the current academic year.

. Only Kerala native candidates are eligible for communal reservation.

. The candidate should produce all the original documents required by

the University at the time of admission for verification purpose, failing

which, their candidature for admission will be forfeited/cancelled.

. If a candidate has applied under the General Category, he/she will be

treated as General, even if, he/she is eligible to apply under the

reservation category.

. All those who took admission and discontinued the course shall be

liable to pay liquidated damages to the University as per the existing

The Registrar, Kerala Agricultural University or the Officer entrusted
by him with the work of admission on his/her behalf is entitled to refuse
admission to candidates, if they are not satisfied with the correctness or
genuineness of any certificates submitted by them along with the
application. The decision of the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor on this issue
will be final.

The Registrar, Kerala Agricultural University is competent to close the

15t semester of the

admission at any date after the commencement of
course.

The candidate should report at the concerned college/institution on the
date mentioned in their admit card. Those who do not report at the
concerned college/ institution on the prescribed date, without prior

permission, will lose the admission without further notice.

The notice for admission and provisional list of candidates selected for
admission will be published in the website, www.admissions.kau.in.

Penalty for False Information

Any candidate who is found to have wilfully or otherwise given any
particulars which are false or has suppressed material information or
does not satisfy the requisite qualification for admission shall be
disqualified. They shall not be allowed to continue on the rolls of the
University, if it is detected at any stage of his/ her studentship in the
University. In case the candidate has already passed out from the
University, then the Degree awarded by the University will be

withdrawn.
